In compiling this schedule of spare parts it has been
assumed that its main function will be toc enable & mechanie to
order a replacement for a part he has removed from a car. This
means he will knew what the part looks like and where it fits,

80 to assist in finding the part in the schedule the car has been
broken éown in successive stages.

The car as represented by the schedule is broken down
to Sections, each Section being as clearly defined as is
practicable.

A Section is broken dowvm into a number of Groups. These
Groups have no particular assenbly significance but an attempt hasg
been made to keep them self contained with all parts assembling
together although this is not a striet rule. There is only one of
each Group per chassiz or car unless specifically stated otherwise
in the Group heading.

A Group is reduced to Items which are identified by the
first word belng typed in capital letters.

An Item may ba a single article, such as a belt or nut
but it may also be an "assembly" of parts normally stocked as ona,
Any single part in an assembly may be requested as an item. The
guantity of parts required to make up an assembly item is shown
elightly indented from the main quantity column,

Drawings are included in the schedule to aid identification
and to this end Flates and Groups have the same referenca, m.g.
a drawing of the 0il Filter will bear a Flate Kumber, D3 because that
is its Group Number. All the "items"™ in the Group context bear a
reference on the drawing in the crder they occur in the context,
except for "Standard Farts".

otandard Farts i.e. parts which are common to many
secticns, such as bolte, nuts, washers, ete,, although shovn where-
ever they occur in the context are also detailed in Seotion X
alphabetically with the mumerical cross reference, This is for the
asslstance of store keepers who may be requesied to supply "a quarter
bolt like this one".
