should be used all the year round, the amount of anti-freese baing adjusted to

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If a faulty thermostat is suspected, remove from housing and place in
a suitahble oontainer with water and an scourate thermameter. On heating the water
mote the temperature at which ths valve begins to open. Renew thermostat if not
funotioning correotiy. : |

NOTHt- The thermostat may be found to be stuck in its housing. Do not
try to get s screw-driver under the velve and prise it out, but
sorew two 3 Bl sestacrews into the tapped holes provided on the
top of the unit body and prise unit from housing with sorew-
driver under setsorew heads.

When repiaoing thermostat unit enmure that the wlot 'A! in the body
looates with the screw 'B' on the sids of the thermostat housing. See Fig. D2,

When refilling the aystem after complete drainaga, 1t is az well ¢o
temporarily remove the lowvating sorew 'B', this will act as an air release hole;
replace sorew as soon as oovlant spills freely.

COOLANT PIMP:

, The coolant pump is of the centrifugal type, and is aombined with the
radiator fan to form one belt-driven unit mounted en & comon spindle, The
spindle and the double-row ball bearing are integral, the bearing being pecked
with s special high-melting point gresss at the time of mamifacture, and requires
no further lubricatien.

Pressed on the front end @_

of the spindle is the fan and pullsy T
unit, whilat the pump impeller s
pressed on the rear ond, an inter-
ference f£it between the spindle and
bors being the only means of re-
tention.

The seal against seepage
of coolant along the spindle consiste
of a packless gland amgeibled between
the fromt end of the impeller and the
oasing, In the ¢vent of leakage it
should be replaced.

Remove the flinger, light interference rit, and re-uss on new spindle.

RADIATOR PAN:

As previously menticned, the fan is attached to a pulley on the coolant
paop spindle, apd is driven by the asme belt which drivee the dynamo.

If the engine has to be run with the fan removed, it s essantial that
the fan retaining setscrews and washers with distanoe pleces 016" thiok, to allew
for the thickness of the fan, are fitted to retiin the pulley. :

The original fan fitted to the Silver Wraith, Silver Dawn and Bentley
ME. VI engine was 16.00" dia., end revolved at 1.1 times engine speed. This has
now been supersedsd by a larger dismeter fan {7.750% running st .850" times engine

speed, These two fans are not interchangeable.

The fan fitted to the Phentem IV, ia 16.00" dia,, and runs at 1.1 times
englne spood,

PAN EELT ADJUSTMENT:

This 1is effected by releasing the &mamo.retaining nuts and moving the
dynamo outwards or inwards to suit,

If the belt is too loose, it will slip and wesr excessively - 1if too
tight it will cause p:mtm wear to the pump spindle and dynamo bearings.

The tension should be such, that the fan belt can be moved 1" {ransversly,
with finger, (i.e. balf an inch e:lthe:- way) when cheoked at & point equidiatant fram
the orankshaft pulley and the fan pulley,

To change & belt - do not strain mr pullieys, slack off muts and move
dynemo fully imwerds.

OVERHEATING:

Overheating may be dus to omp or more of ths following causes:-

RADTATOR:

The radiator comprises two units, the outer shell, carrylng the radiator
shutters, and the matrix itsslf, the oomplete assembly mounted on a centrel rubber
support.

The shell, diagonally braced, is comnected to the wings and wvalances,
with the matrix secured in the shell at three points.

Early models were Pitied with the Mk, VI type matriz, later superseded
by the Mk.¥II type as belowi-

RADTATOR JALORSTAT:

Fitted to the Silver Wralth and Phantom IV models, to operate the
shtters in front of the radiator.

The aalorstat stem should start to mpve when the temperature of the
uaolagt in the radiator header tank reaches 75 C and give the full «425% travel
at 90°C. Also, from the inner stop when a temperaturs of 90%0 1s reached, the
stem ghould move a loed of 274 1bs. + or - 2,

Reference to the instrumemt board thermmmeter will indicate if the
oalormtat is aperating oorreotly.

RANTSTOR SHUTTERT:

Movable shutters are fiited
to ths 8ilver ¥rulth and Phantom IV models
whilet fixed shutters are fitted to Silver
Drown and Bentley,

In the svent of fanlty eperation
of the radistor calorstat with aonsequent
fadlure to opem ‘the shutters, dimoomneot
the calorstat by raiesing the apring loaded
pin {2) and disengaging tha end of the
lever (3) from the oalorstat rod. A knoh

(4) 1s provided to ease re—engagement.
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The sturtters must be pushed open by means of the lever (3) and not by
direot hand operation.

If the pin {2) should have been disengaged when the oalorstat is in
working order it will be diffioult to re-engage with the system oold, Ir the
engine is first warmed up to a temperature at which the shutters would normally
counence to open, re-engagement will be found to be eany.

RADTA?OR STRAN VALVE:

Originally, all Silver Wraith
and Bentley Mk,YI radlators incorporated
a steam valve in tha overflow pipe from
the top tank; this put a pressure of
4 1ba/sqein, om the system. Later, a
nodification was introduoed deieting the
velve and spring, and operating the
ooolant system at atmospheric pressure.

Later, owing to complaints of
loss of ocoolant, a rednosd pressure valve
was introduced and is now fitted to all
wodels, 8ee Fig, M2,
