1a tially, the protective blus paint must be removsd by vigoreus
washing using soap powder and & brusk having brass bristles.

2a When the car is sfanding in the Showroom, the tyres ouast be
cleaned onoe a wWeek with Bimonize or some other proprietary
whitewall cleaner,

P For owner use, Brille scap pads or other scap impregnated wire
wool peds are convenlent for gquick whitewall cleansing whilst
the car is being washed.

Wher fitfing tubelesa tyres, it ia ésgentisl that the
bead seats oorrectly amd mekes an efficient seal. Tn opder to
Facilitate thisg, the Dunlop Tyre and Fubher Co., arve markeding a
gpacial lubricant, known ag the Dunlop Tyre Besd Tabricent, in 4 gall
tine amd 5 gall drums. (Dunlop codes THLY and TEL2 resrectively).
These will alge be availeble from The Service Desartment, Hythe Load,
Millesden, Lendom; N7, 10. under pari nupbers HHLE52.(1 pall tin) and
RLGB3 (5 pall dram).

Thig lubricant will be found to facilitate fitling and
removal of all tyres whether tubelessz or oihervise.

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If the beads do not seat correctly at this pressups,
deflate, re-lubricate the beads and re~-inflate, centralising the tyre
beads before inflation.

WHEEL BALANCE WEIGHTS.

Fhen carrying out rced wheel balancing, 1t is
esgentlal that only belance weights cbtained from the
Rolls-Royee Service Depot be used.

The standerd weights generally avallsble are
intended for use on 12 gauge rims and are not sultable
for heavier gauge wheels. Insecurity at high speed may
result in oonaiderable demage, should these be used.

The reccmmended weights incorporate a strengthened
securing clip of larger dimensions to sccomodate the heavier
gauge wheel, and may be identified by the letters "HG" on the
lef't of the outer face, These are only svailable from the
gervice Depot, Hythe Rosd, Willesden, Lendon, NiWe10.; in the
following rangei=
