The following recommendstions are given Tor stersge for
pericds of six months or longer. Success depends upon correct
dnitial preparation and regular inspsction and maintensnce, The
atorage btuildine should be dry, well ventilated and preferably
heated,

fGINE AND CHASSTS.

Freparation.
{1) Run the vehicle for s sufficient mileage to warm up

the 0il in the engine sump, gearbox and back axles

(ii) If the coolant contains anti-freese DO NOT DRATH.
Ii npot, and there is a danger of f'reezing, drain and
refill with s recommended anti-freesze sclution. Run
the engine to ensure uniforn distribution of the
anti-freede throughout the system.

{111} Jack up the car on blocks under the lowsr Lelungle
levers in line with the coil springs at the front
end and vnder the centre of the rear springs. Drain
the angine sump and rear axle completely and refill to
the correct level with one of tie followlng reconmended
anti-oxident pils. As 4 rominder, aitach a label to
gacn units Hun engine gently for a few mlinutes with
A gear snpaged, Discard the oil filter slement.

DO WoT DRALN THE GIL from the automatic gearbox. Top
up with the recommended running oil and leave the pear
range zelector lever in nectral.

{dv} Drain the fuel tank. Hun the engine to empiy the fuel
s¥ystem. Hemove covers from float chambers of
carouretters; lift out floais and wipe oul chambers.
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EeTit flogts and covers. Remove petrol pump filters
to drain pumps and refit, Add two gallons of
parafiin to the petrol tank. Switch on ignitlon to
operAte petrol pumps to £ill system with paraffin.

(v} Cover the tyres to exclude light but do not deflate.

{vi} When the engine is cold, remove the sparking plugs
and inject two tablespoenfules of anti-oxident odl
Into each cylinder. Turn the engine on the startsr
motor o distritute the oll on the pisfon walls.
Replece the sparking plugs, screwing down lightly.

{vii) Liberally oil the rocker gear with anti-oxident oil.
(viii} Leave the hundbrake in the off positien.
(iz) Kemove the battery, clean, top up with dlstilled

water and charge fully at the normal rate recommanded
By the Menufaciurers.

FERIODIC MATWTENANCE.

{i) Inspect the rubber connections of the CoOoling system
and replace if unsound.
(i1} Maintain resscnable pressure in the tyres,
{114} Bvery four to six weeks give the battery & freshening

chavge, contimging the charge until the specifiic
gravity of the acid has remained constant for about
10=12 hours on each occasion.
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Freparation.

(i} Wash down thoroughly and make good any paint blisters
or rust patches to prevent Further deterioration.
Apply a good quality polish such as Iifeguard Car Wax,
and pelish well. In wo circumsiances use any
polishing compouna containing ammonia.

{ii} Theroughly brush end clean all carpets, upholstery and
cushions. Sprinkle witn anti-moth powder and store in

& dry place. Treat leather upholstery with an
application of "Connolly's Hide Food®.

{iii) If the place for storage is dry, leave the car windows
slightly op=n. If there is any tendsncy to dampness
shut the car doors end windows and leave some Torm of
anti-moisturs preparation such as Caleium Chlordide
Crystals in'a metal container inside the car.

(1) Repolish the paintwork at regular intervals.

{ii} Regularly inspect the upholstery, carpets and cushions
for moth and treat sccordingly.

RECOMMISSIONING AFTER STORAGE.

Frovided the car ha= been stored in acéordance with ithe
recommended procedure, the following points only shomld require
attention before recommissioning for use on the roag:-

{i) Check thes tyre pressures.
(11) Fully charge the battery angd replace it on the cars
(i41) Drain the engine sump and rear axle and refill with the

recommended oils. FPrime the eylinders with sngine oil.
HEeplace new filter sleament.
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{iv) Check the tappet clearsnces, plug gaps and contact
breaksr points. Lightly grease the distributor cam
and lubricate the contsct breaker pivots. Recharge
the distributor grease lubricater and screw down s
turn or two,

{v) Drain paraffin from fuel tank. Disconnect inlet pipes
to carburetters, switch on ignition to cperate petrol
pumps to empily paraffiin from ayatem. Hemove govers
from float chambers of carburetters, 1if1 out loats and
mop out paraffin. Replage floats, float chamber covers
end inlet pipes. Heaove petrol pump filters to drain
pumps and replace.

(vi) Check the dynamo brushes for freesdom of movement in
their holders and clean the commutator.

(vii) Check the oil level in the oil reserveoir for the ohe
ghot lubrication system. Fump the pedal Bnd check
that oil ig resching the lubrication points. OGrease
the undversal Jednts and sliding joint of tne propeller
shaft.

{viii) Check the oil lavels in the steering box, shock dampers,
starter motoer reduction gear and brake master cylinder
reservoirs.

(ix) Adjust the brakes and oil the jaws and pins of the
linkage,

(x) ¥ill up the fuel tank and start the engine, Check the
edl pressure and check for petrol, odl and ceoolant leaks,

(xi) Check the operation of all instruments, lights and
accessories.
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
